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Wangford Church Roof progress

ou will have seen the
church shrouded in
scaffolding but may

wonder what is happening
behind. We are now several
weeks into the roof repair.

We are privileged and lucky
to have a team of expert
craftsmen from Hoggs Builders
of Bury St. Edmunds and Alan
Greening, specialist historic
architect working on the
church. The work is to the
very highest standard and all
involved are most impressed.

We have almost completed
the central gutter repair,
which was in worse condition
than envisaged. We were
warned that the situation
may be worse than imagined
when the roof covering was
taken off and indeed this has
proved to be the case. A
major central beam, holding
up the main central roof had
rotted through completely
and had to be reinforced with
steel brackets. The large piers
(buttresses) holding up the
tower were also found to be in
worse condition and needed
more work than expected.
There are two teams working
on the building, one team of

carpenters who are re-forming
the roof structure, and a team
of stonemasons, who are doing
all the repairs to the flint
walls.

The temporary tin roof,
which is visible, will shortly
be moved across and work
will start on replacing the flat
lead roof over the north aisle.
This is the main repair and
will involve a lot of rebuilding
work to ensure that the gutter
works correctly and does not
leak again. The roof was
poorly designed and built

and this time we are taking
account of global warming and
the anticipated heavier spells
of rain that we have been
experiencing in recent years.
Not that you would believe

it with the current drought
continuing. The builders had
their first wet day at work at
the beginning of June, after 9
weeks of working in complete
dryness.

Work is progressing slower
than we had thought but
we are in no rush and would
prefer to take our time and
do a thorough job that will
last for future generations.

unopposed, and the remaining
committee was elected en bloc.

As an affiliated
organisation, it was agreed to
donate £300 to the upkeep of
the Community Centre; the
use of the facility is greatly
appreciated.

Those following can then
concentrate on other areas of
the church, which will surely
require repair.

As we progress through to
completion the north aisle
will be redecorated to its
former glory and will be visible
for all to see. The PCC are
already planning a special
event to celebrate completion
of this much needed repair,
and look forward to sharing
the re-opening with the
village that have been
whole-heartedly behind this
restoration project.

As with any large scale
project costs continue to rise
and escalate as additional
unforeseen repairs become
apparent. The Roof Repair
Fund continues to fund raise
through a number of events,
and your continued support
for this appeal is very much
appreciated. We could not
have got to this stage without
you, and we are extremely
grateful to you all for your
continued support. Thank

JULY'S TEAM LETTER

nglish Heritage have
Eintroduced a new award

scheme, “The Heritage
Angel”. Individuals or groups
who act against the odds to
rescue an historic building
from the “buildings at risk”
register are eligible for an
“Angel” award. The scheme
recognises the valiant efforts
of those dedicated individuals
who serve our nation’s
heritage.

Reading about the award
gave me a sense of enormous
gratitude to the small and
dedicated bands of individuals
who have over the years
worked so hard, and still

do work hard, to preserve,
protect and maintain our Sole
Bay Churches. All eight of
our churches are part of our
national heritage. In East
Anglia we are surrounded by
medieval churches, and can
therefore become a bit blasé
about them. However other
parts of our country, such as
West Yorkshire, have nothing
like our heritage, and having

t our June meeting
we discussed Kamila
Shamsie’s novel

‘Burnt Shadows’ which had a
mixed response. Some readers
thought it an excellent book
and enjoyed the descriptive,
flowing language. The story
begins with the nuclear
bombing of Nagasaki in World
War II and follows the life of
a Japanese woman (Hiroko).
who survived the bomb where
her family did not, and her
initial settlement in Delhi.

The book deals very well with
fractured relationships, both
personal and those in the
political spectrum. The story
moves through the partitioning

retuned here from those parts
I am learning to rediscover
the beauty of our medieval
churches all over again.

The number of visitors who
we receive each year serves
to emphasise what a glorious
built heritage is entrusted to
us. We recently celebrated at
Blythburgh the latest round
of church repairs. Costing
over £200k, the project was
only a success because of the
love, loyalty and hard work of
everyone associated with that
glorious church. It is quite
incredible to think what has
been achieved by a handful
of people. You all deserve an
Angel award. So too does
everyone at Wangford for the
fantastic efforts being made
there to repair the roof.

We preserve our church
buildings not to be museum
pieces, but to be a living,

as well as an historic,
testimony to our Christian
faith. We preserve them in
this generation in order to
pass them on to the next

of Pakistan and the decline

in world relationships,
culminating in the 9/11
bombing. Hiroko’s family and
extended family gradually leave
their homeland to emigrate:
some from choice and others
from being displaced. Shamsie
uses the iconoclastic metaphor
of the spider and its web to
hold her characters and action
together. The prologue is
emotively entitled, “The Yet
Unknowing World: 1945”
which in retrospect is very
accurate. Hiroko’s unhappiness
with war is summed up in her
own words when she says,
‘what a pity beauty could be so
meaningless’. Other readers

generation as places of prayer
and worship. Over the
centuries they have constantly
evolved, and never stood

still. Finding ways that enable
our buildings to be fit for

use is also important, and it

is frustrating that our latest
efforts for new facilities at
Southwold have been turned
down. However, we do need
to continue to find ways of
ensuring that our buildings
meet twenty-first-century, and
not just nineteenth century,
needs. A viable future for

our churches will include
seven-day-a-week activities,
not just Sunday worship.

This will require toilets,
kitchens, affordable and
effective heating and lighting,
comfortable and flexible
seating etc. As we make
progress in development as
well as preservation we might
ask English Heritage for an
Archangel Award as well!
