trod, where Knox thundered,
where St Regulus was said to
have brought the bones of St
Andrew, and where a certain
little girl decided to don the
old red gown ‘just for dad’. If
that is not enough, I shall have
gazed once or twice more on the
holy ground of the Old Course,
fantasising as [ watch the drives
boom down the fairway, over
Granny Clark’s Wynd towards
the Swilcan burn.
